The Creation of a Portrait
The Working Method of John Singer

Sargent
By Mark Stephenson

By showing examples of Sargent’s paintings and demonstrating
techniques by painting from a live model, Mark will help explain
how John Singer Sargent created his portraits.

North Carolina native Mark Stephenson is a professional artist
based in central NC who through a multi-faceted background, brings a unique perspective to his
work. A graduate of Pfeiffer University, North Carolina State University and The University of
North Carolina at Greensboro, Mark earned degrees in Civil Engineering and Music.

With an initial plan to pursue a career in opera, Mark relocated to New York City in the 1990s
where he eventually found his way to the prestige Art Students League studying with noted
painters and sculptors Frank O’Cain, Leonid Gervitz, Nelson Shanks, Ronald Sherr and Leonid
Lerman. Success at the Arts Students League ushered in awards and commissions including
acceptance at the Metropolitan Museum of Art’s copyists program. He has also studied with
Michael Shane Neal.

Since returning to North Carolina, Mark has devoted much of his time to commissioned
portraits. He has exhibited in many national juried shows and his work has been featured in
solo shows throughout the state. In 2013 he was recognized by the Portrait Society of America
with an honorable mention in the self-portrait category in their 2012 Members Only
Competition. In May of 2014, Mark was artist in residence at La Macina di San Cresci, Italy.
Mark and his wife Caroline have one son, James and a new daughter, Emma.

The Stanly Arts Guild has established two art scholarships to be awarded in May 2015. Each of
these scholarships will award $1000, and winners will be announced at the May 7 meeting of
the guild.

The first is the Patricia Blake Hartley Scholarship, established as a memorial to Patricia Blake
Hartley, a long-time member and supporter of the Guild. The scholarship is awarded annually
to a college student from Stanly County (preferably a junior or senior) who is currently enrolled
as a visual arts major.

A check for $1000, to be applied to tuition costs, will be paid directly to the college in
attendance of the scholarship winner. Application requirements must be completed and
returned by 3:00 p. m., April 25, 2015 to be considered for this award.

Last year’s winner of the scholarship is Austin King, a graduate of Stanly Community College and
enrolled in a graphic arts program at Southeastern New Hampshire University.

The Guild urges college students to advance their career aspirations in art by applying for this
scholarship.

Over the years Pamela has
honed her craft while taking class at John C. Campbell, River Oaks Studio in Asheville NC, as well as,
assisting in other workshops. Pamela gathers her materials in and around the Piedmont of North
Carolina which include kudzu, honeysuckle, grapevine, bittersweet, willow, mimosa bark, tulip poplar
bark and river birch. Pamela enjoys working with people and one of her biggest joys is watching others
make their own unique baskets and other creations when conducting classes.
